      Coordination:

• Reach out to the local community around campus: popular bars, restaurants, shops, 

community leaders, etc. 
• Recruit students and members of the community to call their customer service 

representatives and request CBS College Sports Network  
• Submit recaps weekly of your efforts 

 
      On-Site (campus & local community): 

• Have a presence at already existing events on campus (back to schools fairs, orientation 
events, etc.) 

• Promotion of our programming 
• Fyering & postering  
• Attend all alumni meetings & events on campus 

 
      Marketing: 

• Spread the word around campus and in the local community through flyering and/or 
premium distribution 

• Promote the Network through online viral marketing on Facebook, MySpace, AIM, 
YouTube, email blasts, etc.
